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Sit with your Revision Twin opposite 2 others at a table.

The purposes of this structure is to find a ‘consensus’ answer to each question – something you can all agree to or at least all live with.

You will get 3 minutes to Round Robin your views to establish a consensus answer, then a further 3-4 minutes to write you answers on the sheet. This process will be repeated until the task sheet is complete. Then swap and mark with revision twin.
Questions
1. Describe the contribution of Edward Jenner to the history of medicine (6 marks)
2. What factors were important in Edward Jenner’s contribution to the history of medicine? (6 marks)

3. How important have famous individuals been in the history of medicine? (8 marks)

Mark Scheme

1. Level 1:Vague undated and unspecific information on relevant character (max 2) e.g." Edward Jenner discovered what caused diseases."

Level 2: accurate description of individuals contribution with limited and sometimes vague support e.g. Edward Jenner discovered that people who had had cowpox couldn’t get smallpox and therefore made the first vaccination (max 4)

Level 3 : detailed knowledge of Jenner’s discovery, dated and fully explained, WITH an assessment of its impact on the history of medicine – e.g. solved the problem of a major killer and paved the way for many vaccinations against other deadly diseases. (max 6)

2. Level 1: discusses one relevant factor with limited support (max 2)

Level 2: discusses more than one relevant factor with some support (max 4)

Level 3: a plurality of factors identified and discussed fully. Factors of Change you can draw on; economy, government, individuals, technology, religion, communications etc. but just listing them in a non specific way will get you little credit – factors mentioned must be made relevant to Jenner and smallpox

3. Level 1: vague generalized answer e.g. "without great individuals like Jenner there would have been no advances in medicine…" (max 2)

Level 2: describes more than one individuals contribution to the history of medicine but with no analysis (max 4)

Level 3: an accurate description of some famous individuals and an assessment of their contribution and also a clear understanding that other factors were at play in each of the instances you describe - yes the individual was important but the balance of other factors had to be positive too to make change occur (max 8)
