You will get 3 minutes to Round Robin your views to establish a consensus answer, then a further 3-4 minutes to write you answers on the sheet. This process will be repeated until the task sheet is complete. Then swap and mark with revision twin.

2. Explain how Hitler ‘solved’ unemployment (8 marks)
3. To what extent was Nazi policy towards women a failure? (12 marks)

4. To what extent did the Nazis attempt to control the lives of children? (12 marks)
