Mark scheme

1. Part a

Level 1 – shows a simple understanding of what the Weimar constitution was in a couple of limited sentences (1-2)

Level 2 – Explains fully what the Weimar Constitution was listing strengths and weaknesses and explains why it was important in making life difficult for the Weimar government )3-4)

1 part b

Level 1 – describes some features of the Weimar government 1919-23 accurately but doesn’t answer the questions set (1-2)

Level 2 – Gives one reason/cause and links it to one of the revolts (3-%)

Level 3 – Explains more than one cause and links to the revolts. Uses source and knowledge. Causes could include – Versailles Treaty, stab in the back myth, reparations, Invasion of the Ruhr
