Find-Someone-Who

This worksheet asks you to "Find someone who..." You have to find a person who knows the answer for each question. You are not allowed to answer your own questions but can answer those of others. You must get each person to initial their answers on your sheet.
You can find only two answers from any one person. When you are finished you become a helper by sitting down and becoming a resource for others who can ask them any question.

Students who originally knew none of the answers, after filling in one or two of the answers become a resource for others because they have become "someone who knows."

1. Can tell you who they think was more important Hippocrates or Pasteur and explain why
2. Can tell you who they think has had most impact on our lives today Lister or Fleming and explain why

3. Can tell you who they think saved most lives in the history of medicine and why

4. Can identify the discoveries of 2 people which were TURNING POINTS in the history of medicine and explain why

5. Can select who they think had the biggest impact in their own times and explain why

6. Can select who was most important in the history of anatomy, Vesalius or William Harvey and give reasons

7. Can select who was the most important in the history of surgery and explain why

8. Can describe the contributions of Avicenna, Florey and Chain and Pare and explain which they think was the most significant

9. Can explain why Galen brought progress in his own time but led to regress later

10.  Can chose who from Pasteur, Koch, Domagk, Ehrlich and Fleming did most to win the fight against infectious diseases
