Find-Someone-Who

This worksheet asks you to "Find someone who..." You have to find a person who knows the answer for each question. You are not allowed to answer your own questions but can answer those of others. You must get each person to initial their answers on your sheet.
You can find only two answers from any one person. When you are finished you become a helper by sitting down and becoming a resource for others who can ask them any question.

Students who originally knew none of the answers, after filling in one or two of the answers become a resource for others because they have become "someone who knows."

2. Can explain how and why Roman public health was so good

3. Can name and define 10/24 key terms from last lesson

4. Can explain why public health got worse in the middle ages

5. Can identify 5 reasons why public health regressed so badly in the early Industrial Revolution

6. Can use factors to explain why prehistoric people had no public health systems

7. Can explain what ‘laissez faire’ means and explain why the government’s commitment to it was leading to problems in the early industrial revolution

8. Can explain which factor they think is always the most important determining the quality of public health and give reasons for their choice
