Revision Find-Someone-Who

This worksheet asks you to "Find someone who..." You have to find a person who knows the answer for each question. You are not allowed to answer your own questions but you can answer those of others. You must get each person to initial their answers on your sheet.
You can find only one answer from any one person. When you are finished you become a helper by sitting down and becoming a resource for others who can ask them any question.

Students who originally knew none of the answers, after filling in one or two of the answers become a resource for others because they have become "someone who knows."

At the end sit with your Revision twin and review your answers

1. Can explain who  Hygeia was and what she contributed to the history of medicine
2. Can explain why relatively few women appear in the history books about the history of medicine

3. Can explain who Trotula  was and what she contributed to the history of medicine
4. Can explain who was Florence Nightingale and how significant was she to the history of medicine?

5. Can assess which was more significant Florence Nightgale’s work in the Crimea or her work when she came back and give reasons for their choice
6. Can explain who Mary Seacole was and what she contributed to the history of medicine
7. Can give 2 explain reasons why Mary Seacole is not as famous as Florence Nightingale

8. Can explain who ‘James Barry’ was, what she did, and whether they think she helped or hindered  women’s attempts to be treated equally
9. Can explain with reasons who was more important in the struggle for women to become doctors Elizabeth Blackwell , Sophia Jex Blake or Elizabeth Garrett Anderson and give reasons for their choice
10. Can explain and justify who they think was the most important woman in the history of medicine using the 4Rs
