

Lesson Plan
This particular lesson has been designed to last for one hour, but different ability groups will complete the tasks at different rates. The lesson should be delivered in the context of a class who have experienced a number of preparatory lessons on the causes and events of the English Civil Wars. The extension materials and external links have been offered to provide some differentiation by task. The following lesson plan is one suggested outline of how the lesson can work.

Aims and Objectives: All pupils will be able to show an understanding of the civil war key words and most will be able to use them fluently.

Most pupils will have an understanding of, and be able to evaluate some of the causes of the civil war.
Some pupils will have extended their knowledge of the causes and events of the Civil war using the extension tasks and external links

Equipment and Resources

Suite of internet ready computers and teacher interactive whiteboard connected to a networked computer. No books are required as all work is completed on computer. Paper will be needed for printing

Suggested Lesson development
(Staff will adapt the resources to their circumstances and resources)

Register and settle class. Reinforce computer room rules.

Explain the objectives for today’s lesson. Get class to log on and access the front end of the web resource.

Explain the importance of each section being completed in order as it builds up their knowledge and understanding. 
Display and revise some of the Key words in the first exercise on the Whiteboard
Set as an individual or paired task (depending on pupil: computer ratio) for 15 minutes.
Review understanding of key words as whole group (suggestion – have some prepared cards of the key words and get pupils to pick them out of a hat two at a time and construct sentences using both words), 10 -15 mins preparation 5-10 mins whole class review of this activity.
On the Whiteboard explain how the click and drag “events of the civil war” double page activity works and set as a paired or individual activity (15 minutes).
Plenary: Review objectives and what has been learnt today – each pair or group to feedback orally – if time allows let group complete the radio button test and/or crossword to reinforce their learning.
Differentiation: SEN

By task using ICT activity. Extension exercises provided for able students.
Assessment: Homework/Continuation
Pupils could be set an extended piece of writing on the causes of the Civil Wars using a writing frame in which they have to deploy accurately each key word at least once.
