

Lesson Plan
This particular lesson has been designed to last for one hour, but different ability groups will complete the tasks at different rates. It uses mainly the first three activities on the Henry VIII activity page. The other activities and the numerous external extension links have been included to provide some differentiation by task in paired work in the latter part of the lesson. They could also be used to plan a number of distinct lessons on these topics. The following lesson plan is one suggested outline of how the lesson can work.

Topic: Introducing the Tudors and Henry VIII
Key Elements

Chronology

Historical Knowledge and Understanding

Cause and Consequence

Aims and Objectives: All pupils will be able to show an understanding of the Tudor monarchs and who they were and the timeline of Henry’s life.

Most pupils will have an understanding of the causes and consequences of the break with Rome.  
Some pupils will have extended their knowledge of Henry VIII using the extension tasks and external links.
Equipment and Resources

Suite of internet ready computers and teacher interactive whiteboard connected to a networked computer. No books are required as all work is completed on computer. Paper will be needed for printing.
Suggested Lesson Development
(Staff will adapt the resources to their circumstances and resources)

Register and settle class. Reinforce computer room rules.

Explain the objectives for today’s lesson. Get class to log on and access the front end of the web resource.

Explain the importance of each section being completed in order as it builds up their knowledge and understanding. Explain that the “must be completed” section of the lesson is the first three activities in the menu bar.
It is envisaged that the first interactive pages will be largely revision and reinforcement of prior learning on the Tudors so a short lesson introduction only is required.
Students work on the first 3 pages for around 15-20 minutes. Deploy teaching assistants with appropriate children.
Bring group back together for an evaluation of the first 3 pages – draw out objectives (10 mins).
Now set some extension activities in pairs for the rest of the lesson (differentiate task allocation appropriately for your group).
1. Crossword followed by chat to Henry (with a particular focus) – low ability

2. Tests on Henry – low ability

3. What happened to religion after Henry – more challenging

4. What else in Henry famous for (using Spartacus link) - challenging
Plenary: Review objectives and what has been learnt today – each pair or group to feedback orally – if time allows let group play penalty shootout game to reinforce their learning.
Differentiation: SEN

By task using ICT activity. Extension exercises provided for able students

Assessment: Homework/Continuation
Pupils could be directed to construct a spider diagram on Henry VIII in their exercise books or folders.
