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Lesson Plan

The lesson has been designed to last for one hour, but different ability groups will complete the tasks at different rates.  The extension material and external links have been provided to offer some differentiation by task.  The following lesson plan is thus one suggested outline of how the lesson can work.

Topic: Civil rights in USA

Key Elements: 

Chronology   

Historical Knowledge and Understanding   

Source evaluation

Historical Inquiry   

Organisation & Communication   

Citizenship

Objectives: To be able to explain how and why civil rights remained an issue in 1950’s. To be able to use sources critically and effectively to reach historical conclusions.

Aims: Through the use of ICT, pupils will investigate  civil rights in USA.  Initially examining the chronology of events post 1863, and then examining a source based case study of a lynching in Mississippi.

Equipment / Resources:

 Suite of Internet connected computers, around one per two pupils.  Website address: www.users.globalnet.co.uk/~aliandy/civrights.htm (part of the Key stage 3 area of www.historygcse.org . No books are required as all work is done using ICT - yet students will need to print their work out, so paper is required for this. 

Suggested Lesson Development   

  ( Staff will plan timings to these activities as best fits their students and their circumstances)

Register, settle class.  Go over rules for computer room.

Explain today's task: Get pupils to log onto computer network and access the lesson. 

Explain that students need to complete each section in order.  They need to read instructions carefully.
Students start working through the click and drag and cloze section.  Students should be instructed to continue onto next section as soon as they've completed the current one. 

Opportunity for brief teacher Q&A to test knowledge and understanding.

Further reminder to move onto the next section . Play MP3 file Bob Dylan singing the Ballad of Emmett Till.  Discuss impact, message and reliability of song.

 Get students to save Word file in own areas – explain source comparison task.

Plenary – name 4 things you have learnt today

Differentiation: Special Needs: 

By task using ICT activity.  Pupils who finish quickly can go on to use extensive extension section to research further information.

Assessment: Homework / Continuation: 

The lesson included two interactive activities to briefly test knowledge and understanding which are self marking. 

Students may be encourage to investigate other related protest songs and to test their reliability in fact via the Internet
