Find-Someone-Who

This worksheet asks you to "Find someone who..." You have to find a person who knows the answer for each question. You are not allowed to answer your own questions but can answer those of others. You must get each person to initial their answers on your sheet.
You can find only two answers from any one person. When you are finished you become a helper by sitting down and becoming a resource for others who can ask them any question.

Students who originally knew none of the answers, after filling in one or two of the answers become a resource for others because they have become "someone who knows."

1. Can give three motivating factors behind Napoleon III’s foreign policy and explain which is most convincing and say why
2. Can identify the 3 worst foreign policy mistakes made by Napoleon III and give reasons for their choice
3. Can explain how and why relations with Britain changed through Napoleon III’s reign

4. Can list the success and failures of Napoleon III’s foreign policy
5. Can give arguments for and against the premise that it was foreign policy problems which ended Napoleon III’s regime

6. Can evaluate whether Napoleon III was a modernizer or a reactionary

7. Can explain how Marxists and revisionist might disagree about the nature of Napoleon III’s regime

8. Can explain how and why france had become isolated in Europe by 1870
