Find-Someone-Who

This worksheet asks you to "Find someone who..." You have to find a person who knows the answer for each question. You are not allowed to answer your own questions but can answer those of others. You must get each person to initial their answers on your sheet.
You can find only two answers from any one person. When you are finished you become a helper by sitting down and becoming a resource for others who can ask them any question.

Students who originally knew none of the answers, after filling in one or two of the answers become a resource for others because they have become "someone who knows."

2. Can assess how important propaganda was in explaining the Nazi rise to power compared to other factors
3. Can identify and describe five methods of propaganda and 4 messages within Nazi propaganda

4. Can explain how Hitler and Goebbels organised propaganda after 1933

5. Can explain how education, sport, art and culture and the press were used as propaganda vehicles after 1933

6. Can assess how important propaganda was in creating loyal Nazis 1933-9 compared to other factors

7. Can explain the differences between ‘propaganda’, ‘news’ and ‘opinion’
