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Talking Chips to Revise Theory and Methods
 
Students place their chip in the centre each time they talk.  They cannot talk again until all team members have placed a chip.
 
 
STEPS
Set-Up: Teams have talking chips (Maximum: 4 chips each).  
1. Teacher provides a question sheet containing revision questions.
2. Any student begins the discussion, placing his or her chip in the centre of the team table.
3. Any student with a chip continues discussion, using his or her chip.
4. When all chips are used, teammates all collect their chips and continue the discussion using their talking chips
Revision questions

1. What is positivism? – explain using examples of theorists

2. What is interactionism? – explain using examples of theorists

3. What is functionalism? – explain using examples of theorists

4. What does postmodernism contribute to our understanding of society?

5. Identify and evaluate examples of social policies influenced by New Right thinking

6. What does Marxism contribute to our understanding of modern society?

7. Identify and evaluate examples of social policy influenced by feminist thinking

8. What research methods are favoured by feminists and why

9. Can sociology ever be ‘value free’?
